Guidance for Survey to Determine Households Unserved By Water and Wastewater by System and County

General

The primary unit to be surveyed is the individual water or wastewater system.  The numbers of unserved obtained from analysis of the individual systems should then also be tabulated by county.  In most cases the systems themselves will have the information.  If there are areas that were assigned to systems in the Water Management Plans or Wastewater Plans that are outside the areas they currently serve, the water coordinator should work with the systems as much as possible to determine the number of unserved in those areas.  All area of a county should have been assigned to a system or the County Fiscal Court in the recent wastewater plans.  ADD’s with systems that serve in more than one ADD should coordinate efforts so that each system is reported only once.  

Drinking Water

Systems

This survey is to include only the public water systems classified as community water systems – all of these systems have a PWSID number.  Any households that are served by private or semi-public water systems are to be counted as unserved unless they meet the availability criteria 2 below.

Availability of Public Water

Public water service is available to a household if one of the following conditions are met:

1. The household is connected to a water distribution system connected to a water supply or water treatment unit permitted as a public water supply by the Kentucky Environmental and Public Protection Cabinet and the distribution system, water supply and treatment unit are maintained by a public entity or a private entity regulated by the Kentucky Public Service Commission.

2. A water distribution line of a public water system lies along or in close proximity to the public roadway or private road that supplies access to that household.

Wastewater

Systems

This survey is to include only the wastewater systems that are operated by public entities or entities regulated by the Public Service Commission.  Any households that are served by private on-site wastewater systems are to be counted as unserved unless they meet the availability criteria 3 below.  Most, if not all, of the information requested should be available in the recently completed County Wastewater Plans.

Availability of Wastewater Service

Wastewater service is available to a household if one of the following conditions are met:

1. The household is connected to a wastewater collection system that terminates at a treatment unit permitted by the Kentucky Environmental and Public Protection Cabinet and the collection system and treatment unit are maintained by a public entity or a private entity regulated by the Kentucky Public Service Commission.

2. The household is connected to an individual or cluster treatment unit that is inspected, operated, and maintained by a public entity or a private entity regulated by the Kentucky Public Service Commission.

3. A wastewater collection line of a wastewater system described in 1 or 2 lies along or in close proximity to the public roadway or private road that supplies access to that household.

Report

Drinking Water

The report should contain the following information.  A spreadsheet is provided to standardize the reporting for systems and counties.

General Information

1. County

2. Name of System

3. PWSID

4. Total number of all connections for the system (residential, commercial, industrial, etc.)

5. Total number of households currently served (served means meeting the availability criteria above) by the system or that will be served with projects that are fully funded (this may not the same as the number of residential connections of the system if the system has multi-family housing units)

6. Total number of households in the Water Management Plan area for the system

7. Calculation of the number of unserved households (5-4)

8. Calculation of the percentage of unserved households (6/5)

9. Population unserved (if there is no better information available, calculate using the number of unserved households times the census capita per household for that county)

Projects

If available, for each system, include a listing of any unserved projects, not currently fully funded, that a system has formulated to serve the identified unserved households. Include the following information:

1. County

2. WRIS Number

3. Source of cost estimate [engineering estimate (ee), utility estimate (ue), ADD estimate (ae), other estimate (oe)]

4. Amount of outside funding not yet secured but needed to get the project to construction

If the project does not yet have a WRIS number, also include:

1. Cost of the project

2. Number of unserved households to be served by the project

3. System name, PWSID and a brief description of the project

Wastewater

The report should contain the following information.  A spreadsheet is provided to standardize the reporting for systems and counties.

General Information

1. County

2. Name of System

3. KPDES Permit Number of Treatment Unit

4. Total number of all connections for the system (residential, commercial, industrial, etc.)

5. Total number of households currently served (served means meeting the availability criteria above) by the system or that will be served with projects that have funding available (this may not the same as the number of residential connections of the system if the system has multi-family housing units)

6. Total number of households in the recent County Wastewater Management Plan area for the system

7. Calculation of the number of households unserved (5-4)

8. Calculation of the percentage of unserved households (6/5)

9. Population unserved (if you have no better information, calculate using the number of unserved households times the census capita per household for that county)

Projects

If available, for each system, include a listing of any unserved projects, not currently fully funded, that a system has formulated to serve the identified unserved households. Include the following information:

1. County

2. WRIS Number

3. Source of cost estimate [engineering estimate (ee), utility estimate (ue), ADD estimate (ae), other estimate (oe)]

4. Amount of outside funding not yet secured but needed to get the project to construction

If the project does not yet have a WRIS number, also include:

1. Cost of the project

2. Number of unserved households to be served by the project

3. System name, KPDES and a brief description of the project

Report Spreadsheet

The general information report spreadsheet for drinking water has systems listed from a survey conducted by the Kentucky Rural Water Association a couple of years ago.  This information is provided as a starting point.  In many instances the information needs updating as some systems now serve in counties where they did not serve a couple of years ago.  Also, there are some instances where systems were serving in a county that were missed.  The number of households connected at the time of the KRWA survey is also listed for your information.

The systems on the wastewater general information spreadsheet were copied from the drinking water spreadsheet.  Many of these systems do not provide wastewater service and should be deleted.  There are systems not listed that provide wastewater service; those systems should be added.

The counties can be deleted from the drinking water or wastewater spreadsheet where an ADD does not have a system providing service in those counties.
