WATER RESOURCES INVENTORY

For those water suppliers and or distributors that were determined by the demand forecast to be inadequate at any time during the 20 year planning period, a water resource inventory must be completed.  This chapter provides a comprehensive look at the geologic and hydrologic features of the water management area.  It includes a number of maps and tables identifying natural topographic features and man-made structures.  It also contains links to view streamflow and precipitation data, water quality parameters, recreational waters, mines and wetlands.
