amount of $2,355,600 for the Lower Griffin Gate Trunk project. This
project will replace approximately 4,700 linear feet existing gravity sanitary
sewer with 30 to 21 inch PVC lines to provide sufficient capacity to meet
LFUCG's EPA mandated Capacity Assurance Program and eliminate
existing Sanitary Sewer Overflows (SSOs).Currently the system is
suffering from a lack of capacity due to excessive inflow and infiltration.

The United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and the
Kentucky Environmental and Public Protection Cabinet (KYEPPC) filed
suit in federal court against the Government in 2006 alleging various
violations of the Clean Water Act. The Government completed
negotiations with EPA and KYEPPC to resolve the alleged

violations. The resulting Consent Decree agreement was entered in the
United States District Court — Eastern District of Kentucky on January 3,
2011. The settlement agreement requires the Government to undertake
extensive studies, sewer improvement projects, and management plans to
correct the problems that were alleged. The settlement requires Lexington
to complete all compliance measures by December 31, 2026. The
Government has estimated that the cost of remedial measures would
approach $600 million over the life of the Consent Decree. The
Government increased sanitary sewer rates to fund obligations under the
Consent Decree and adopted a storm water management fee.

This Project is included in LFUCG’s Remedial Measures Plan as approved
by U.S. EPA on March 18, 2016.

$16,888,634 TO THE LEXINGTON-FAYETTE URBAN COUNTY
GOVERNMENT, FAYETTE COUNTY, KENTUCKY

Mr. Jory Becker, DOW, and Mr. Brandi Norton, KIA, discussed the
Lexington-Fayette Urban Government request for a fund “A” loan in the
amount of $16,888,634 for the Expansion Area Three Sanitary Sewer
Infrastructure project.

This project includes the design and construction of the Expansion Area 3
Pump Station, 5,252 linear feet of 24” Force Main, and approximately
7,143 linear feet of 30” upstream trunk sewer. The pump station will be
rated for 9.5 million gallons per day (MGD) and will discharge to the new
force main that will terminate at the Lower Griffin Gate Trunk. The trunk
sewer will serve the Expansion Area 3 development and facilitate the
future elimination of five sanitary pump station, four of which are identified
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in Lexington’s Consent Decree as Priority Sanitary Sewer Overflows
(SSOs). These pump stations are Shandon Park Pump Station #1,
Shandon Park Pump Station #2, Thoroughbred Acres Pump Station,
Winburn Pump Station and Sharon Village Pump Station. This proposed
project needs to be constructed prior to taking the five SSO pump stations
out of service. The Expansion Area 3 Pump Station is adequately sized to
eliminate all five SSO pump stations in near future.

The United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and the
Kentucky Environmental and Public Protection Cabinet (KYEPPC) filed
suit in federal court against the Government in 2006 alleging various
violations of the Clean Water Act. The Government completed
negotiations with EPA and KYEPPC to resolve the alleged violations. The
resulting Consent Decree agreement was entered in the United States
District Court — Eastern District of Kentucky on January 3, 2011. The
settlement agreement requires the Government to undertake extensive
studies, sewer improvement projects, and management plans to correct
the problems that were alleged.

INFRASTRUCTURE REVOLVING FUND LOAN (B17-004) OF $540,113
TO THE CITY OF CALVERT CITY FOR THE BENEFIT OF CALVERT
CITY MUNICIPAL WATER SYSTEM, MARSHALL COUNTY,
KENTUCKY

Ms. Sarah Aitken, KIA, discussed the City of Calvert City f/b/o Calvert City
Municipal Water System request for a fund “B” loan in the amount of
$540,113 for the Calvert Heights Water Main Replacement Project -
Phase Ill. The project will consist of the installation of approximately 3,700
linear feet (LF) of 6 inch water main and appurtenances to replace aging 2
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inch and 4 inch galvanized and lead joint cast iron water mains serving
Cypress Street, 6™ Avenue, Connifer Lane and Chestnut Street in Calvert
City, Kentucky.

The project will also include relocation of approximately 55 service lines
and meter settings. The original system was installed in an alley located
along rear lot lines. All meters and services are at the rear of the
properties have been closed and converted to utility easements. Access to
the system and maintenance activities have been impaired due to system
location.

The Calvert City Municipal Water System serves approximately 1,600
customers within Marshall County area and has emergency connection
points to both North Marshall Water District and Paducah Water Works.
These connections are only used in the case of an emergency. Last year,
the Utility neither sold nor purchased water from either system.

Ms. Linda Bridwell moved to approve the Fund “B” Loan, (B17-004)
in the amount of $540,113 to the City of Calvert City with the
standard conditions Mr. Paul Lashbrooke seconded, and the motion
was unanimously approved.

4. A RESOLUTION AND ORDER OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF

Ms. Debbie Landrum, KIA, discussed the City of Mount Washington’s
request a Fund “C” loan in the amount of $3,437,500 for the New Water
Tower at Armstrong Lane Project. This project will replace a current
undersized 250,000 gallon water tower located near the Highway 44
W/Armstrong Lane intersection with a new 1 million gallon water tower.
Due to population growth, the current water tower is inadequate to
accommodate the increased demand.

The City serves approximately 7,681 households and purchases water at
an average of 628 thousand gallons of water per year from Louisville
Water at an average cost of $2.10 per thousand gallons.

Mr. Ron Lovan moved to approve the Fund “C” Loan, (C17-002) in
the amount of $3,437,500 to the City of Mount Washington with the
standard conditions, Ms. Linda Bridwell seconded and the motion
was unanimously approved.

A RESOLUTION AND ORDER OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE
KENTUCKY INFRASTRUCTURE AUTHORITY AUTHORIZING AN
AMENDMENT TO THE CONDITIONAL COMMITMENT FOR A
FEDERALLY ASSISTED CLEAN WATER REVOLVING FUND A LOAN
(A15-077) INCREASING THE AMOUNT TO $3,472,921 TO THE
MOUNTAIN WATER DISTRICT, PIKE COUNTY, KENTUCKY

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Infrastructure Authority (the "Authority") has been duly
created as a body corporate and politic constituting a public corporation and a
governmental agency of the Commonwealth of Kentucky pursuant to Chapter 224A of the
Kentucky Revised Statutes (the "Act"); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Act, the Authority is duly and legally authorized to make
loans to Governmental Agencies for the purpose of providing funds for the construction
and acquisition of sanitary sewer facilities, water facilities or other types of infrastructure,
and in that regard, to enter into Assistance Agreements with such Governmental Agencies
governing the provisions in respect of which such loans are to be made, the amounts
thereof and the repayment provisions in respect thereto; and

WHEREAS, the Authority previously approved a Federally Assisted Waste Water
Revolving Fund Loan (A15-077) to the Mountain Water District on April 2, 2015 in the
amount of $3,102,921 and the Mountain Water District has requested to increase loan
A15-077 by $370,000; and

WHEREAS, the Authority anticipates entering into an Assistance Agreement for a
loan from the Authority's Federally Assisted Wastewater Revolving Loan Program (Fund A)
with the Mountain Water District, subject to final determination of amount when the factors
involving such financing have been determined; and

WHEREAS, the Authority will, in the near future, authorize and issue a series of its
Infrastructure Authority Revenue Bonds for the purpose of funding loans to various
governmental agencies, such series of Bonds to be known as Kentucky Infrastructure
Authority Revenue Bonds with the appropriate Series designation; and

WHEREAS, the Authority wishes to establish terms and conditions on said Fund A
loans prior to the issuance of Authority Revenue Bonds and recognizes that additional
planning and design of the financed projects are required.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE KENTUCKY INFRASTRUCTURE AUTHORITY, ACTING
BY AND THROUGH ITS BOARD OF DIRECTORS AS ITS DULY AUTHORIZED AND
EMPOWERED GOVERNING BODY, DOES HEREBY RESOLVE AND ORDER, AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1. All statements of fact set forth in the preambles to this Resolution and

Order are incorporated herein by reference, the same as if set forth verbatim. All such
statements of fact are hereby declared to be true and accurate in all material respects.

Section 2. The Authority hereby authorizes the Amendment of a conditional
Federally Assisted Wastewater Revolving Fund loan increasing the amount to $3,472,921
of project expense including capitalized interest for the construction period, to the Mountain
Water District for the Douglas Wastewater Treatment Plant Project. Such amounts are
subject to adjustment by further action of the Authority or may be adjusted by action of the
Authority staff at the time of the issuance of bonds based on adjustment in project costs of
not more than (10%) ten percent of the project cost authorized by this resolution. Upon
satisfaction of all conditions of the commitment, execution of an assistance agreement for
this loan is authorized.

Section 3. The loan shall be repayable over 20 years at an interest rate of 0.75%.
In addition to debt service, a .20% annual administration fee on the unpaid loan balance
will be charged. From annual revenues, $8,700 must be set aside in a borrower held
replacement reserve each December 1 until the balance reaches $87,000 and maintained
for the life of the loan. These terms are subject to adjustment upon execution of the loan
agreement, upon changes in the project conditions or determination that the project will
require authority financing to be done on a taxable basis.

Section 4. This Resolution and Order shall be in full force and effect from and after
its adoption at a properly held meeting of the Kentucky Infrastructure Authority this 27th
day of October, 2016.

BRIEF DESCRIPTION

This project requires an increase of $370,000 for a total loan amount of $3,472,921 due to bids coming in higher that estimated.
The description from the original project scope shown below.

This project will construct a new wastewater treatment plant to replace its existing plant as well as rehabilitate the lift stations. The
new plant will increase the capacity to 300,000 GPD with headwork designed to expand to 400,000 GPD in order to correct the
issue with biological capacity while anticipating the changing EPA effluent limitations on future permits to remain in compliance.
The District will rehabilitate the lift stations by installing high efficiency pumps and motors with advanced electrical controllers to
improve efficiency to serve customers. Odor and corrosion control systems will be installed at the upstream lift stations to minimize
hydrogen sulfide issues to the increased developed area.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The Mountain Water District (District) is requesting an increase to a Fund A loan in the
amount of $370,000 to make the total loan requested $3,472,921 for the Douglas
Wastewater Treatment Plant Project. The District initially opened bids June 2016 which
resulted in a rejection of all bids due to them coming in excessively higher than
estimated. The excessive increase is believed to be attributed to the new membrane
technology being the first installed in the Commonwealth.

The District re-bid the project in August 2016 with modifications to the grading and odor
control roof which resulted in lower bids. The District decided to add three alternates
including Penny Road Lift Station Renovation, Lick Branch Lift Station Renovation and
a 400 KW Diesel Stationary Standby Generator. The original loan amount of
$3,102,921 and project scope, which was approved by the KIA board on April 2, 2015,
is as follows:

The project will construct a new wastewater treatment plant to replace its existing plant
using membrane technology. The plant will increase capacity from 200,000 gallons per
day (GPD) to 300,000 GPD and add headwork designed to expand capacity to 400,000
GPD. The plant is currently at maximum capacity and the expansion will allow more
customers to be added to the service.

Another component to this project is rehabilitation to the lift stations to efficiently serve
customers and increase reliability of the sewer collection system. The District will install
high efficiency pumps and motors in conjunction with advanced electrical controllers for
best optimization of the station. Odor and corrosion control systems will be installed at
the lift stations upstream of the new treatment plant that will assist in minimizing
hydrogen sulfide issues to the more developed area.

The District serves the area of Pike County and has approximately 17,200 water and

2,400 sewer customers. Elkhorn City purchases approximately six million gallons of
water annually from the District.

FINANCIAL ANALYSIS

Financial information was obtained from the audited financial statements for the
combined water and sewer operations for years ended December 31, 2013 through
December 31, 2015. Percentage references in the History section below are based on
whole dollar amounts and not the rounded amounts presented.

HISTORY

Revenues decreased approximately 3% while expenses increased approximately 8%
for the years 2013 through 2015. Cash flow before debt service declined approximately
46% from 2013 to 2015 as a result of decrease in revenues of approximately $230,000
and an increase in expenses of approximately $850,000. Debt coverage was 1.2, 0.8,
and 0.6in 2013, 2014, and 2015, respectively. Debt service averaged of $1.2 million for
same time period.

The balance sheet reflects a current ratio of 0.7 and a debt to equity ratio of 0.3. The
number of months of operating expenses in unrestricted cash is 0.6. The District
maintains multiple restricted funds including Construction, Depreciation, Maintenance
and Replacement and Customer Deposits. At December 30, 2015, the repair and

26



maintenance funds required by KIA were underfunded by $12,503. The depreciation
reserve requirement for USDA- Rural Development loan requirements were
underfunded by $11,355. The District plans to transfer $11,000 to KIA reserves and
$9,000 to RD Reserves until the deficit is made up.

In July 2016 Mountain Water District terminated their management contract with UMG.
They have retained all but one employee that worked on their system from UMG and
believe terminating the contract will save Mountain Water District money over time.
Mountain Water District currently owes UMG approximately $1.46M for their services
which is anticipated to be paid off in 2 years. By cancelling the contract with UMG, the
District anticipates a $425,000 decrease in operating expenses once the contract is
paid in full.

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Infrastructure Authority (the "Authority") has been duly
created as a body corporate and politic constituting a public corporation and a
governmental agency of the Commonwealth of Kentucky pursuant to Chapter 224A of the
Kentucky Revised Statutes (the "Act"); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Act, the Authority is duly and legally authorized to make
loans to Governmental Agencies for the purpose of providing funds for the construction
and acquisition of sanitary sewer facilities, water facilities or other types of infrastructure,
and in that regard, to enter into Assistance Agreements with such Governmental Agencies
governing the provisions in respect of which such loans are to be made, the amounts
thereof and the repayment provisions in respect thereto; and

WHEREAS, the Authority anticipates entering into an Assistance Agreement for a
loan from the Authority's Federally Assisted Clean Water Revolving Loan Program
(Fund A) with the City of Winchester, subject to final determination of amount when the
factors involving such financing have been determined; and

WHEREAS, the Authority will, in the near future, authorize and issue a series of its
Infrastructure Authority Revenue Bonds for the purpose of funding loans to various
governmental agencies, such series of Bonds to be known as Kentucky Infrastructure
Authority Revenue Bonds with the appropriate Series designation; and

WHEREAS, the Authority wishes to establish terms and conditions on said Fund A
loans prior to the issuance of Authority Revenue Bonds and recognizes that additional
planning and design of the financed projects are required.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE KENTUCKY INFRASTRUCTURE AUTHORITY, ACTING
BY AND THROUGH ITS BOARD OF DIRECTORS AS ITS DULY AUTHORIZED AND
EMPOWERED GOVERNING BODY, DOES HEREBY RESOLVE AND ORDER, AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1. All statements of fact set forth in the preambles to this Resolution and
Order are incorporated herein by reference, the same as if set forth verbatim. All such
statements of fact are hereby declared to be true and accurate in all material respects.

Section 2. The Authority hereby authorizes the issuance of a conditional Federally

Assisted Clean Water Revolving Fund A loan for $1,404,000 of project expense including
capitalized interest for the construction period, to the City of Winchester for the Hampton
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Manor Outfall Sewer Project. Such amounts are subject to adjustment by further action of
the Authority or may be adjusted by action of the Authority staff at the time of the issuance
of bonds based on adjustment in project costs of not more than (10%) ten percent of the
project cost authorized by this resolution. Upon satisfaction of all conditions of the
commitment, execution of an assistance agreement for this loan is authorized.

Section 3. The loan shall be repayable over 20 years at an interest rate of 1.75%.
In addition to debt service, a 0.2% annual administration fee on the unpaid loan balance
will be charged. From annual revenues, $3,500 must be set aside in a borrower held
replacement reserve each December 1 until the balance reaches $70,000 and maintained
for the life of the loan. These terms are subject to adjustment upon execution of the loan
agreement, upon changes in the project conditions or determination that the project will
require authority financing to be done on a taxable basis.

Section 4. This Resolution and Order shall be in full force and effect from and after
its adoption at a properly held meeting of the Kentucky Infrastructure Authority this 27th
day of October, 2016.

Financial information was obtained from the audited financial statements for the City’s
Utility Fund, which is comprised of water and sewer services for the City and
surrounding communities, for the years ended June 30, 2013 through June 30, 2015.

HISTORY

Combined water and sewer revenues increased 5% from $1.9 million in 2013 to $2
million in 2015. Operating expenses increased 8% from $1.4 million in 2013 to $1.5
million during the same time period. The debt coverage ratio was 1.0, 0.9, and 0.8 from
2013 to 2015, respectively. Starting in FY 2017, the City’s Utility Fund will reduce prior
discretionary interfund payments to the General Fund by 65% in order to better
accommodate debt service for infrastructure projects.

The balance sheet reflects a current ratio of 0.3, a debt to equity ratio of 0.8, and 0.4
months of operating expenses in unrestricted cash.
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PROJECTIONS

Projections are based on the following assumptions:

1) Water and sewer revenues will increase 3% annually as prescribed in the 2012
rate ordinance.

2) Expenses will increase 2% for inflation

3) Debt service coverage is 1.5 in 2020 when full year principal and interest
repayments begin. The improvement in debt service in 2019 and 2020 is due to
the maturity of KIA loan A96-08 in mid 2019 which increases free cash flow by
approximately $29,000 in 2019 and $59,000 in 2020.

Based on the proforma assumptions, the utility shows adequate cash flow to repay the
KIA Fund A loan.

REPLACEMENT RESERVE
The annual replacement cost is $1,500. This amount should be added to the
replacement account each December 1 until the balance reaches $30,000 and

maintained for the life of the loan.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE KENTUCKY INFRASTRUCTURE AUTHORITY, ACTING
BY AND THROUGH ITS BOARD OF DIRECTORS AS ITS DULY AUTHORIZED AND
EMPOWERED GOVERNING BODY, DOES HEREBY RESOLVE AND ORDER, AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1. All statements of fact set forth in the preambles to this Resolution and
Order are incorporated herein by reference, the same as if set forth verbatim. All such
statements of fact are hereby declared to be true and accurate in all material respects.

Section 2. The Authority hereby authorizes the issuance of a conditional Federally
Assisted Drinking Water Revolving Fund loan for $883,000 of project expense including
capitalized interest for the construction period, to the City of Olive Hill for the Olive Hill
Water System Improvements project. Such amounts are subject to adjustment by further
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action of the Authority or may be adjusted by action of the Authority staff at the time of the
issuance of bonds based on adjustment in project costs of not more than (10%) ten
percent of the project cost authorized by this resolution. Upon satisfaction of all conditions
of the commitment, execution of an assistance agreement for this loan is authorized.

Section 3. The loan shall be repayable over 30 years at an interest rate of .25%. In
addition to debt service, a 0.25% annual administration fee on the unpaid loan balance will
be charged. From annual revenues, $2,200 must be set aside in a borrower held
replacement reserve each December 1 until the balance reaches $44,000 and maintained
for the life of the loan. These terms are subject to adjustment upon execution of the loan
agreement, upon changes in the project conditions or determination that the project will
require authority financing to be done on a taxable basis.

Section 4. This Resolution and Order shall be in full force and effect from and after
its adoption at a properly held meeting of the Kentucky Infrastructure Authority this 27th
day of October 2016.

FINANCIAL ANALYSIS

Financial information was obtained from the City’s audited financial statements for the
Utility Enterprise Fund for years ended June 30, 2013 through 2015. Balance sheet
information is for the consolidated utilities which include water, sewer, electric, gas, and
sanitation while cash flow is for water only. Percentage references in the History section
below are based on whole dollar amounts and not the rounded amounts presented.

HISTORY

Water revenues declined 14% from $1.2 million in 2013 to $1 million in 2015. Water
operating expenses also declined 5% from $873,000 to $828,000 during the same
period. The debt coverage ratio for the water utility was 2.1, 2.0, and 1.0 respectively
from 2013 through 2015. Debt service totals were $138,358 in 2013, $1187,752 in
2014, and $186,403 in 2015. It is noteworthy that water revenues have only increased
13% overall since 2011 although the City implemented a 25% rate increase and $1.11
debt surcharge in 2012. This indicates that the City only realized approximately 50% of
the revenue expected to be generated by the increase in rates.

The consolidated balance sheet reflects a current ratio of 2.7, a debt to equity ratio of
0.3, and 1.7 months of operating expenses in unrestricted cash.
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PROJECTIONS

Projections are based on the following assumptions:

1) Revenues will stay flat for inflation and volume.

2) Rates will increase approximately 2.5% in each of 2018 and 2019 ($50,000 in
total). However, the City may only realize half of the increase in actual revenue

based on historical performance.

3) Operating expenses will increase 2% annually for inflation and will decrease

approximately $30,000 in 2019 due to reductions in water loss.

4) Debt service coverage is 1.2 in 2019 when full year principal and interest

repayments begin.

Based on the proforma assumptions, the City shows adequate cash flow to repay the

KIA Fund F loan.

REPLACEMENT RESERVE

The annual replacement cost is $2,200. This amount should be added to the
replacement account each December 1 until the balance reaches $44,000 and

maintained for the life of the loan.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the
Kentucky Infrastructure Authority as follows:

Section 1. The Board of Directors hereby approves the use of the
Obligations to finance the costs of the Project in the maximum principal amount set forth in
Exhibit A plus costs of issuance related thereto and amounts required to fund a debt
service reserve, if any, and declares its intent that any Prior Capital Expenditures made by
the governmental agencies pursuant to loans made by the Authority will be made in
anticipation of the issuance of such Obligations to reimburse said Prior Capital
Expenditures. This declaration is made pursuant to Treas. Reg. §1.150-2.

Section 2. The Executive Director and Treasurer of the Authority are hereby
authorized and directed to reimburse, not later than eighteen months after the later of (i)

The Authority hereby directs the Executive Director, Secretary,
and Treasurer to take the following action at the time the Prior Capital Expenditures are
reimbursed from proceeds of the Obligations: (i) evidence the reimbursement on the books
and records maintained with respect to the Obligations, and (ii) identify either the actual
prior expenditure to be reimbursed or, in the case of reimbursement of a fund or account,
the fund or account from which the expenditure was paid.

Section 5. The books, records and proceedings of the Authority with respect
to this resolution shall be made reasonably available by the Authority for its inspection by
the general public at the Authority's administrative office every business day during normal
business hours commencing no later than 30 days after the passage of this resolution.
